TECHNICAL DATA


DESCRIPTION:  PATINA STAIN has proven to be the ultimate product for sealing, coloring and waterproofing concrete, cool deck, stucco, block, precast and other masonry surfaces.  PATINA STAIN is a low sheen, solid hide product designed to penetrate deep into the surface and provide a long lasting, fade resistant, decorative finish.  Because of its penetration, PATINA STAIN leaves the look and feel of conventional floor paints and enamels.  This penetration also guarantees that PATINA STAIN “will not” peel, crack, or chip, and will give years of additional beauty and protection beyond other types of floor coatings.  PATINA STAIN is manufactured using only the highest quality acrylic and silicone resins making it highly resistant to ultra-violet rays, weather, water, road salts, acids, alkali and oils.  PATINA STAIN comes in the most popular colors for every job, and can be custom color matched at the factory to your specifications.

PREPARATION:  Surface should be clean and free of moisture, dirt grease, oil, chalk, mildew and any other foreign matter.  New concrete, block, stucco, etc. should age at least 60 days before being coated.  Spalling or powdery concrete must be repaired to a sound surface.  Most surfaces should be acid etched with a solution of one part muriatic acid to three parts water before staining.  Sprinkle solution on surface using plastic watering can then brush solution with stiff bristle broom.  After allowing solution to remain on surface for approximately 15 minutes rinse thoroughly with water.  After etching concrete should have sandpaper like feel when rubbed.  If this is not achieved after first etch, area should be re-etched.  PATINA STAIN is designed for use on uncoated surfaces or over itself, however, good results may be obtained when used over similar solvent (xylene, toluene thinned) type coating, check for adhesion and compatibility by coating a small test area.  If lifting, bubbling, slow drying or other undesirable conditions occurs, the previous coating may be determined by firmly pressing duct tape to surface of the coated test area and pulling upwards with a quick sharp motion.  If lifting occurs, the old coating must be removed before staining.  All surfaces to be stained must be free of all moisture for a minimum of 24 hours for uncovered areas, 48 hours for covered areas.

APPLICATION:  Stir thoroughly upon opening and periodically during application.  PATINA STAIN is formulated in a thin consistency for maximum stain penetration.  Two coats of stain are required for optimum performance of this coating, however, depending on type and porosity of surface a third coat may be required.  Apply with a solvent-resistant phenoliccore roller (1/4” or less), brush on airless sprayer with a .015 tip at low pressure.

Spread rates approximately 150-200 sq.ft. Per gallon depending upon the type and porosity of surface.  For best results on horizontal surfaces, the first coat should be reduced with up to one pint to one quart of Xylene to one gallon of stain.  The second coat should be applied unthinned after 12 hours.  No thinning is necessary on vertical surfaces, for recoats or when used over an existing coating.  If bubbling due to moisture or too warm of a surface occurs, retouch area with a solvent dampened brush or roller before surface completely dries.

DRYING TIME: Surfaces may be walked on after 1 hour.  Allow 72 hours drying time before heavy traffic.

CLEAN-UP:  Clean tools with Tolune or Xylene.

NON-SKID:  On inclined or smooth surfaces that could result in slipperiness when wet, user should determine if an anti-skid additive is required.  If so, ass “No-Slip” non-skid additive to stain before applying.

GENERAL:  Apply only in areas with adequate ventilation and no open flame.  Do not use on surfaces sensitive to solvent attack.  Do not apply if surface temperature is below 50 deg F or over 90 deg F.  Because of conditions beyond our control such as surface preparation, substrate condition, application methods and curing conditions, the manufacturer limits liability to replacement of stain only.
